Central States Notes:

Note to those for the ongoing Central States VHF Society yearly contest:  Remember, you do not have to be a member to participate, but if you expect to get a plaque for high scoring, it is a requirement.  All you need to strive for is 30 states combined on all bands above 50 MHz.  For example:  25 states on 6, 15 states on 2,  and 2 states on 432 will net you 42 states total for the year long contest from July 1st to June 31st.  Good luck…and if anyone got into the CQWW VHF contest, well, you should have a good score already on 6 and 2.  The upcoming VHF Contest this weekend should also hopefully generate a few more.


Those of you that are going to Central States in San Antonio, have fun and learn a lot.  Wear your shirts.  It sounds like it is going to be a winner again this year.

EME Issue:


Q: What should those do for running the contest this fall/winter?


No real answer yet.  They are working on the re-clarification of the rules as the use of Digital modes such as JT-65 have apparently raised a bit if fur on the use of email/net use in the label of self spotting.  Watch the ARRL magazine and website, as we are hoping that the rules revisions will be completed prior to the contest weekends.

Other Business:


The Club is listed in the ARRL Club Directory for Wisconsin, but apparently it is not listed in other cross referenced web areas for the above 50 MHz listings.  I will be sending a reminder to Gene about this.
