· N9TTX/R placed 6th nationally in straight Rover category

· KC9BQA placed 2nd nationally in SOHP

Also for those interested all the scores boil down to this also:  KC9BQA, K9CVC, and N9TTX/R all came in first in WI in their respective categories…Congrats!!!  Division-wise, KC9BQA and K9CVC came in 2nd in Central Division in their classes, and N9TTX Took 1st in division in rover class.  A note to those that may wonder as per Charlie’s comment on number of bands:  “Dave, N9TTX finished 6th in the rover category.  Dave had more QSO’s than the 5th place finisher and more grids than both 4th and 5th place stations, but his three-band operation put him at a clear disadvantage.  Bruce, W9FZ, who finished in 3rd place operated 6 bands and the other 4 stations ahead of Dave all operated eight bands.”   I mention this for those that wish to know why I was in Standard Rover category and not “limited.”  The Limited class would have applied but for a small issue, I am actually High-power on 2 of the bands and limited class required low power classification. 902/903 amplifier plates


I am in the process of making conversion plates to replace those on the solid state 902 MHz amps that various members have.  I just need to get shop time to do them.  Discussion says to make pilot holes for the coax in and out spots, so the actual feed-thru styles can be determined by the individual. (BNC/N connector/SMA etc…)
